इत्यािीुंचा प्रसार जागतिक स्िरावर केला जािो. 
राज्यशास्त्राचे अभ्यासक अनॅ्ड्री हेवडू याुंच्या मिे, 

जागतिकीकरण म्हणजे अशा आुंिरसुंबुंधाुंच्या सुंतमश्र 
जाळयाुंचा उिय की, ज्यामध्ये अतििरुवर घेिले 
जाणारे तनणणय, घडणाऱ्या घटना याुंनी आपले आयषु्य 
आकारि असिे. आुंिरराष्ट्रीय नाणेतनधी या 
सुंस्थेनसुार जागतिकीकरण ही अशी प्रदिया आहे 
ज्याद्वारे ववचार, व्यक्ती, वस्ि,ू सेवा, िुंत्रज्ञान, भाुंडवल 
याुंचा मकु्त सुंचार होऊन ववववध  अथणव्यवस्था आणण 
समाज याुंचे एकत्रीकरण होि असिे. 
जागतिकीकरणाला काही अभ्यासक आतथणक 
सुंकल्पना मानिाि. आपल्या िेशाची अथणव्यवस्था, 
व्यापार याुंना जागतिक अथणव्यवस्थेशी जोडणे, 

जागतिक व्यापारासाठी काही तनयमाुंच्या अधीन 
राहून आपली अथणव्यवस्था खुली करणे म्हणजे 
जागतिकीकरण होय. परुंि ु जागतिकीकरण केवळ 
आतथणक घटकाुंपरुािेच मयाणदिि राहि नाही. यामध्ये 
मानवी समाजाच्या सवणच के्षत्राुंचा समावेश होिो. 
कारण जागतिकीकरणाचा पररणाम मानवी 
समाजाच्या सवणच घटकाुंवर होि असिो. 
जागतिकीकरणाच्या प्रभावामळेु समाजािील 

स्िरीकरण, धातमणक श्रद्धा, राहणीमान, तशक्षण, उत्पािन 
पध्ििी, व्यवसाय, िुंत्रज्ञान, आरोग्य, कायिा, ववववध 
सामाणजक सुंस्था प्रभाववि होि असिाि.  

भारिीय समाजािील ववववध सामाणजक सुंस्था या 
वतैशष््यपणूण व इिर समाजापासनू आपले वेगळेपण 
जपणाऱ्या आहेि. जसे की भारिािील स्थातनक 
स्वराज्य सुंस्था, जािी सुंस्था, धमण सुंस्था, वववाह 
सुंस्था, कुटुुंबसुंस्था या इिर समाजापेक्षा तनणििच 
वतैशष््यपणूण व आपली वगेळी ओळख असलेल्या 
दिसनू येिाि. परुंि ु या सामाणजक सुंस्थाुंवर 
जागतिकीकरणाचा प्रभाव पडून त्याुंच्याि बिल 
होण्यास सरुुवाि झाली. याला कुटुुंबसुंस्था िेखील 
अपवाि नाही. भारिीय कुटुुंबसुंस्थेवर िेखील 
जागतिकीकरणाचा प्रभाव पडला आणण तिच्याि बिल 
घडून येि असलेले दिसिे. 
कुटुुंब ही सावणवत्रक व मलुभिू सामाणजक सुंस्था आहे. 
कुटुुंबसुंस्था ही कामिपृ्ती, बालसुंगोपन, सामाजीकरण, 

मानतसक व सामाणजक सुंरक्षण िेणे इत्यािी 
व्यक्तीच्या दृष्टीने व सुंस्कृिी सुंिमण, समाज साित्य 
राखणे इत्यािी समाजाच्या दृष्टीने महत्वाची असलेली 
काय े पार पडिे. त्यामळेु सवणच मानवी समाजाि 
कुटुुंबाला महत्वपणूण स्थान आहे. भारिीय पारुंपाररक 
कुटुुंब हे सुंयकु्त स्वरूपाचे होिे. इराविी कव ेयाुंच्या 
मिे, ‘एकाच तनवासस्थानाि राहणाऱ्या, एकाच 
स्वयुंपाकगहृाि तशजवलेले अन्ड्न सेवन करणाऱ्या, 
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मालमते्ति समान मालकी हक्क असणाऱ्या, 
परस्पराुंशी रक्तसुंबुंतधि असणाऱ्या व्यक्तीुंचा समहू 
म्हणजे सुंयकु्त कुटुुंब होय.’ पारुंपाररक भारिीय कुटुुंब 
अशाच सुंयकु्त स्वरुपाची होिी. भारिीय कुटुुंब ही 
प्रामखु्याने वपिसृत्ताक आहेि. कुटुुंबाि कुटुुंबप्रमखुाला 
खूप महत्वाचे स्थान असिे. पारुंपाररक कुटुुंबाि 
परस्परावलुंबन भावना व तशस्ि दिसनू येि असे. 
पारुंपाररक कुटुुंबाुंमध्ये सारखेपणा दिसनू येिो. 
या पारुंपाररक कुटुुंबाुंकडून प्रजोत्पािन, मानतसक 
सरुणक्षििा, आतथणक सरुणक्षििा, सामाणजक सरुणक्षििा, 
मलुाुंचे सामाजीकरण व तशक्षण, धातमणक तशक्षण 
इत्यािी काय े पार पडली जाि असि. 
जागतिकीकरणाच्या प्रभावामळेु औद्योगीकरण, 

नागरीकरण, वाहिकुीच्या साधनाची उपलब्धिा, 
तशक्षणाचा प्रसार, स्त्रीतशक्षण, आतथणक ववकास इत्यािी 
बाबी भारिीय समाजाि रुजि गेल्या व याुंच्या एकूण 
प्रभावािनू भारिीय कुटुुंबसुंस्थेि बिल होिाना दिसनू 
येिो. िो पढुील मदु्याुंच्या आधारे स्पष्ट करिा येईल. 
1. कुटुुंबाच्या आकारािील बिल: 

पारुंपाररक कुटुुंब सुंयकु्त स्वरूपाचे असल्याने 
त्याचा आकार मोठा होिा. त्यामध्ये िीन-चार 
वपढयाुंचे लोक राहि असि. परुंि ुआिा पिी-
पत्नी व त्याुंची अवववादहि मलुे असलेले छो्या 
आकाराचे ववभक्त कुटुुंब वाढि आहेि. तशक्षण, 

भौतिक सवुवधाुंचे महत्व, आरोग्याच्या सवुवधाुंची 
उपलब्धिा, पारुंपाररक व्यवसायाि झालेला बिल 
यामळेु लहान आकाराचे कुटुुंब वाढले आहेि.  

2. कुटुुंबप्रमखुाच्या स्थानाि झालेला बिल:

महत्वाचे स्थान होिे. कुटुुंबािील सवण तनणणय

दृष्टीकोनाि झाललेी वाढ, स्वािुंत्र्य, समिा या 
मलु्याुंची रुजावणकू, स्त्री तशक्षण याुंमळेु 
कुटुुंबािील कुटुुंब प्रमखुाचे परुंपरागि स्थान कमी 
झालेले दिसिे. कुटुुंबाच्या तनणणय प्रदियेि 
णस्त्रयाुंना िेखील महत्व प्राप्त झाले आहे.

झाल्यावर आईवडील व सख्खी भावुंडे याुंच्याकडे 
िलुणक्ष्य केले जाि आहे. त्यािनूच आईवदडलाुंना 
वदृ्धाश्रमाि ठेवण्याचे प्रमाण वाढि आहे.

व्यक्तीच्या दहिाला महत्व दिल े जाि आहे. 
कुटुुंबाची पारुंपाररक बुंधने व जबाबिाऱ्या व्यक्ती 
िालाि आहे. आपल्या व्यवक्तगि आकाशाच्या 
पिूीसाठी कुिबुाकडे िलुणक्ष करण्याची प्रवतृ्ती वाढ 
आहे. 

5. सामदुहक जीवनाि झालेला बिल: 
पारुंपाररक सुंयकु्त कुटुुंबाि कुटुुंबािील सवण सिस्य 
एकाच घराि रहाि असि, एकत्र तशजवलेले अन्ड्न 
शेवन करि असि, एकाच व्यवसायाि काम करि 
असि, त्याुंची मालमत्ता ही सामाईक होिी. 
त्यामळेु त्याुंच्याि प्रेम, णजव्हाळा सहकायण, 
आपलेपणाची भावना होिी. हे सामदुहक जीवन 
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हळूहळू नष्ट होि आहे. ववभक्त कुटुुंब वाढल्याने, 

व्यवसाय तभन्ड्निा आल्याने कुटुुंबािील णजव्हाळा, 
परम, आपलेपणाची भावना कमी होि आहे.  

6. णस्त्रयाुंच्या िजाणि झालेला बिल: 
पारुंपाररक भारिीय समाजाि कुटुुंबािील णस्त्रयाुंचा 
िजाण तनम्न िर परुुषाुंचा िजाण श्रषे्ठ मनाला जाि 
आहे. चूल आणण मलु हेच णस्त्रयाुंचे के्षत्र मयाणदिि 
असे. जागतिकीकरणाच्या प्रभावािनू स्त्री तशक्षण, 

व्यावसातयक गतिशीलिा, णस्त्रयाुंचा  अथाणजणनािील 
सहभाग, पुंचायि राजमधील णस्त्रयाुंचा सहभाग, 

व्यवक्तवािी दृष्टीकोन, समिा, मानविा, या मलु्याुंचा 
प्रसार यामळेु भारिीय समाजािील णस्त्रयाुंचे 
स्थान उुंचावण्यास मिि झाली आहे.

जागतिकीकरणाच्या प्रभावामळेु बिल घडून येि

मनोरुंजनाची साधने ही भारिाि पोहोचली आहेि.

पडलेला दिसिो. समहू भावनेपेक्षा व्यवक्तवािी भावना 
वाढीस लागि आहे. घटस्फोट, प्रेमवववाह, तलव्ह इन 
ररलेशन यासारख्या बाबी भारिाि िेखील दिसनू येि 
आहेि. हा जागतिकीकरणाचा भारिीय कुटुुंब सुंस्थेवर 
पडलेला प्रभावाच मानवा लागेल.
